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MEDICINAL PLANTS - OUR GREEN DOCTORS

Medicinal plants, also known as medicinal herbs, have been discovered and used in
traditional practices since ancient times. These plants produce hundreds of chemical
compounds, many of which are effective in fighting diseases caused by
microorganisms. A single plant often contains diverse phytochemicals, making their
medicinal effects wide-ranging, though sometimes uncertain. While the usage of
medicinal plants has declined with the rise of modern medicine and changing
lifestyles, they remain a primary source of healthcare for many rural communities and
developing countries. An interesting example is a wild orangutan observed treating its
wound with Akar Kuning (Fibraurea tinctoria) leaves, applying the sap as a natural
medicine. This remarkable case highlights not only the healing power of plants but also
the importance of conserving this natural heritage for future generations.

"The study of Mathematics, like the Nile, begins in minuteness but ends in
magnificence."

Mathematics is more than numbers and equations—it is a universal language for
describing the world, identifying patterns, and making predictions. Artificial
Intelligence (Al), one of the most transformative technologies of our time, is built on

the foundation of mathematics. John McCarthy, often called the “Father of Artificial
Intelligence”, coined the term Al and organized the historic Dartmouth Workshop in

1956, marking the birth of this field.
¢ Role of Mathematics in Al
At the core of Al lie algorithms—step-by-step instructions that computers follow to

solve problems. These are deeply rooted in various branches of mathematics:
Linear Algebra, Calculus, Probability & Statistics
